DAIKIN MADRID OPEN FOR DISABLED GOLFERS  

El Encin Golf October 03 to October 05 

 
In relation to this Championship to the year 2025, the Madrid Royal Golf Federation has taken the 

following agreements: 

 
DATES. 

 
October 3rd, 4th and 5th 2025.

PLAYERS. 

 
All players who are in possession of a valid federative license from the Royal Spanish Golf Federation, with a 

national handicap, maximum 36.0, and who are in possession of an official certificate of disability of 33% 

or higher, or who have been recognized as permanently disabled according to the following conditions, may 

take part in the competition according to SPANISH ROYAL DECREE 1414/2006 in Decembers 1ST 

 

Players who, being included in the EDGA (European Disabled Golf Association) database, have the 

category of W4RGD or Access Pass valid for 2025, may also participate. In these cases, the player 

will have to provide a handicap certificate issued, in English or Spanish, by his Federation and it will 

have to be equal or lower than 36.0. 

 

CATEGORIES AND PLAYING FORM. 
 

The following categories will exist*: 

 
● Fist Category 1: Players with a handicap of up to 4.4 or less. 

● Second Category 2: Players with handicap between 4.5 and 11.4. 

● Third Category 3: Players with handicap between 11.5 and 18.4. 

● Fourth Category 4: Players with handicap between 18.5 and 26.4. 

● Fifth Category 5: Players with handicap between 25.5 and 36.0. 

 
* The categories may be redefined by the Committee in case there is not the minimum 

number of players (8) to keep them.

● First and second category will play 36 holes over two consecutive days in 

Medal Play Scratch format. 

● Third category will play 36 holes on two consecutive days in Medal Play 

Handicap formats. 

● Fourth and fifth category will play 36 holes over two consecutive days in Stableford 
format. 

 
REGISTRATIONS. 

Registrations will be made through the online form created for this purpose on the website of the 

Real Federación de Golf de Madrid (www.fedgolfmadrid.com). Each and every one of the requested 

data must be filled in, and payment will be made by credit card through a secure payment platform 

suitable for each competition. Once the registration is completed, the accreditation of disability may 

be asked for. The closing date for registration will be 12 noon on September 17, 2025. 

 
Those players registering for the first time to the competition, in addition to the online registration, 

may be asked for a copy of the of disability to competiciones@fedgolfmadrid.com. 

 

In the case of foreign players, when registering online they must attach a handicap certificate to 

competiciones@fedgolfmadrid.com. 

 

A provisional list of those admitted will be published and a period for claims will be opened 

which will end at 12 hours on September 19, 2025. After this period, no claims will be considered 

and the lists will be considered definitively closed. 

 

In the event that the number of registered participants exceeds the number of places available, a 

cut will be made in strict order of registration, forming a waiting list. 

 
NUMBER OF PLAYERS. 

 
The XVIII edition of the Madrid Adapted Golf Open will have a total of 88 players, of which 80 will be 

awarded in strict order of registration, and the remaining 8 places will be freely designated by the 

Committee. 

 
From the total of 80 places, 55 will be reserved for Spanish players and 25 for foreign players. 

 

In case that all the available places are filled, a single waiting list will be created for each of the 

groups. The administration of this list, in the case that there are any withdrawals among the 

registered players, will be only in the hands of the organization of the Open DAIKIN de Madrid de 

Golf. 

 
ENTRY FEE. 

 
The entry fee will be 70,00€ (administration taxes incl.) which includes the participation of the 

two days, the official training day on Friday October 3rd and the shared buggy or the electric 

cart for all the days.. 

OFFICIAL TRAINING. 
 

The official training day will be on October 3rd. Once the list of admitted players has been 

published, the interested player will have to make the reservation directly with the Club by phone 

( +34 918 307 069). 
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OFFICIAL ACCOMMODATION. 
 
The designated official hotel is El Encin Golf Hotel which is located on the golf course itself. The 
registration includes free transportation only for October 02nd and 06th between the Airport Adolfo 
Suárez Madrid Barajas and the official Hotel. 
 

The hotel is booked directly with them through the attached form and the Open registration from the 
website of the Real Federación de Golf de Madrid (www.fedgolfmadrid.com), so they are two 
different things and if you book the hotel does not automatically reserve the place for the 
tournament. 

 

DISCAM 
 

The training day will also be played a 9-hole team tournament formed by a player of the Open along 
with 3 colleagues who will be sponsors, journalists, collaborators... which we have called DiscAm 
where the Adapted Golf player will be the captain of each team. At the end of the tournament there 
will be a prize-giving ceremony for the best 3 teams and a welcome cocktail with which the DAIKIN 
Madrid Open will start. 
 

This tournament is organized by the Press and Marketing Department of the RFGM who will select 

the players who participate, whenever you like. 

 

Once finished (it is played in the morning and everybody start at same time), you can play the holes 

that each one considers without any problem.. 

 

AWARDS. 
 

The Real Federación de Golf de Madrid will award the following trophies: 
 

● Champion and runner-up of the Madrid Open (1st and 2nd category) *. 

● Madrid Adapted Golf Champion. 

● First place in handicap category (1st and 2nd category) *. 

● First, second and third place in the 3rd category. 

● First, second and third place in the 4th category. 

● First, second and third place in the 5th category. 

● First place Ladies. 

● First place in wheelchair. 

● First place with visual impairment. 
 

 

The prizes will not be cumulative, except for the Madrid Champion trophy, which will be 

cumulative with the rest of the trophies. 

 

* It will depend on the number of players in each category that participate.

COMPETITION CONDITIONS 

DAIKIN MADRID OPEN OF MADRID OF ADAPTED GOLF 
 

 
PARTICIPANTS: 

 

All players who are in possession of a valid federative license from the Royal Spanish Golf Federation, with a 

national handicap, maximum 36.0, and who are in possession of an official certificate of disability of 33% 

or higher, or who have been recognized as permanently disabled according to the following conditions, may 

take part in the competition according to SPANISH ROYAL DECREE 1414/2006 in Decembers 1ST 

 

Players who, being included in the EDGA (European Disabled Golf Association) database, have the 

category of W4RGD or Access Pass valid for 2025, may also participate. In these cases, the player 

will have to provide a handicap certificate issued, in English or Spanish, by his Federation and it will 

have to be equal or lower than 36.0. 

 

CATEGORIES AND PLAY MODE: 
 

The following categories will exist*: 

● Category 1: Players with a handicap of up to 4.4 or less. 

● Category 2: Players with handicap between 4.5 and 11.4. 

● Category 3: Players with handicap between 11.5 and 18.4. 

● Category 4: Players with handicap between 18.5 and 26.4. 

● Category 5: Players with handicap between 25.5 and 36.0. 

 
* The categories can be redefined by the Committee in case there is not the minimum 

number of players (8) to maintain them. 

 

● First and second category will play 36 holes over two consecutive days in 

Medal Play Scratch format. 

● Third category will play 36 holes on two consecutive days in Medal Play 

Handicap formats. 

● Fourth and fifth category will play 36 holes over two consecutive days in Stableford 
format. 

 
START BARS: 

 

● Gentlemen of 1st, 2nd and 3rd categories: yellow bars.. 

● Gentlemen of the 4th and 5th categories: green bars. 

● Ladies: red bars. 

 



 

 

 
 

START ORDER: 
 

The Organisation will establish the order and schedule of the shooting starts on both days. 

 

RULES OF THE GAME: 
 

The Championship will be played in accordance with the Rules of Play approved by the RFEG, the 

permanent rules of the Real Federación de Golf de Madrid (INFO IN SPANISH) and the local rules 

dictated by the Competition Committee. 

 

REGISTRATIONS: 

 

Registration will close on the date indicated in the corresponding circular for the Championship, and must be 

made on the date and in the manner indicated. In case it is required, a photocopy of the Certificate of Disability 

issued by the corresponding Official Body shall be provided.. 

 

UNTIE: 

 

In the event of a tie for the position of champion in the absolute category, this will be resolved by 
playing the tied competitors hole by hole, as many holes as necessary to break the tie. The order of 
the holes to be played shall be established by the Competition Committee.. 
 
In the event of a tie for the title of Champion of Madrid, unless they also tie for first place in the 
general classification, where the result of the play-off will prevail in the classification, it will be 
resolved under the criterion of best last round. If the tie persists, the 9, 6 and 3 last holes will be 
used. 
 
For the rest of the categories, in the scratch classification, in case of a tie between two or more 
players, it will be resolved in favor of the player with the highest handicap and in the handicap 
classification, it will be resolved in favor of the player with the lowest handicap according to the 
RFEG Green Book. 

 

SCOREBOARDS: 

 

The scoreboards will be one player competitors and digital cards will be used. 

 

CADDIES: 

 

Caddies will be allowed during competition days, as well as assistants and supervisors. 
Accompanying persons will not be allowed outside the caddies and/or assistants because they will 
be considered public.  
 
During the Open the public is allowed, but they will have to keep the rules of courtesy and always 
drive on paved roads. 
 
Caddies may not use the buggies, except in the case of a visually impaired player or if the player 
is allowed to use the buggy and the Competition Committee considers it appropriate and always for 
a justified cause. 
 

The failure to comply with this rule may result in a penalty for the player . 
 
BUGGIES 
 

The Tournament Committee will assign all buggies provided by the club according to the player's 
difficulty in moving around the course based on his or her disability .

The criteria for the distribution of buggies will be as follows: 
 

• Indication on the WR4PD or Access Pass. 

• Mobility scale of the disability certificate. 
 
For all other participants who do not benefit from a buggy due to non-compliance with the criteria or 
because they state that they do not want one, they will be given an electric buggy, by default, or a 
manual buggy as requested and in both cases free of charge. 
 
No one who does not have the conditions to have a buggy (player, caddies, supervisor or assistant) 
may use a buggy without the authorization of the Organization.. 
 

AWARDS: 

 

La Real Federación de Golf de Madrid will award the following trophies: 
 

● Champion of the Madrid Open (1st and 2nd category)*. 

● Madrid Adapted Golf Champion. 

● First place in handicap category (1st and 2nd category).** 

● Second and third place in the 1st category. 

● First, second and third place in the 2nd  category. (If this category exists) 

● First, second and third place in the 3rd  category. 

● First, second and third place in the 4th  category. 

● First, second and third place in the 5th  category. 

● First place ladies  

● First place in wheelchair. 

● First place with visual impairment. 

 

The prizes will not be cumulative, except for the Madrid Champion trophy, which will be cumulative 
with the rest of the prizes. 
 
* The first and second categories will be merged if there are not enough entries.  
** For this award, the first and second category players are joined together.   

 

COMPETITION COMMITTEE: 
 

The Real Federación de Golf de Madrid will appoint the Competition Committee. The Competition 
Committee will decide on everything that affects the organization and interpretation of these 
Regulations. 
 
The names of the components will be published prior to the start of the event and will be displayed 
on the event board in the tournament office. 
 

MEDICAL COMMITTEE: 
 

According to EDGA rules, the following are designated:Mr. Felipe Antonio Herranz Perez as the 
medical head of the XVIII Daikin Madrid Open Adapted Golf Championship, supported by Mr. Juan 
Carlos Salinas.

NOTE: BOOKING ENCIN GOLF HOTEL RULES 
 
 

Reservations will be guaranteed until September 5, as long as the hotel does not fill up before then. 
From September 5 onwards, rooms not reserved by Open players will be made available to anyone 
and will not have a special price. 
  
The rate will be applicable exclusively for nights from Thursday to Sunday and as last year and the 
player must be registered for the tournament before the room is confirmed, the hotel will proceed to 
check on Nextcaddy before confirming accommodation. This is to avoid mistakes in thinking that 
from the hotel the registration for the Open is done. 
 
 Please, make bookings as soon as possible because it is a very demanded hotel due to its 
proximity to the airport and IFEMA and in those dates there is a Show in IFEMA. 
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
